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Old Forge, Your Adirondack Base Camp in the Town of
Webb, is a great launch point for day trips or extended trips
through the Adirondack Park and beyond. Local ouftfitters
Mountainman Outdoor Center and Tickner’s Moose River Trails
provide rentals, guide and shuttle services. Paddle the original
steamboat route on the Fulton Chain of Lakes, which is the
beginning of the 90-mile Adirondack Canoe Classic route and
also the 740-mile Northern Forest Canoe Trail. Take a tour on
the meandering North Branch of the Moose River.or paddle the
Middle Branch from Old Forge Pond to Lock & Dam in Thendara.

Paddle historic Big Moose Lake, vast Stillwater Reservoir with its
wilderness campsites, or the many smaller lakes and ponds.
State campgrounds are available at Nick’s Lake and water ac-
cess only Alger Island on Fourth Lake. The lower section of the
Moose River below McKeever features adventure class white-
water for rafts, kayaks and canoes. ARO Adventures and White-
water Challengers in Old Forge offer commercial raft trips on
the Class IV and Class V rapids of the Lower Moose. Find leisure-
ly recreational paddling, day trips or longer excursions, and wild
water in Old Forge, Paddling Capital of the Adirondacks.
